No.F 2014-71-00183/Finance /Rules/IV. — In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article
309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Chhattisgarh, hereby, makes the following further amendment
in the Chhattisgarh Civil Services (leave) Rules, 2010, with effect from the date of its publication in the Official
Gazette, namely:-
AMENDMENT
In the said rules,-

1. For sub-rules (1) of Rules 13, the following shall be substituted, namely:-
*(1) An application for leave or for an extension of leave except for Child Care Leave must be made in

Form-1and application for an extension for Child Care Leave must be made in Form-1A, to the Competent
Authority to grant such leave or extension.”

2. After rule 38-B, the following shall be added, namely :-

“38-C. Child Care Leave- (1) subject to the provisions of this rule, a woman Government servant may be
granted child care leave by the Competent Authority for a maximum period of 730 days during her entire
service for taking care of her two eldest surviving children.

) The leave cannot be claimed as a matter of right.
3 for the purposes of sub-rule (1), “Child” means,-
(2) a child below the age of eighteen years (including legally adopted child); or

(b) a child with a2 minimum disability of forty percent (without any age limilt) as specified
in Notification No. 16-18/97-N1.] dated the st Jupe, 2001, Government of India,
Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment.

{4) Grant of child care leave to a woman Government servant under sub-rule (1) shall be subject to
the following conditions, namely :-

(a) it shall not be granted for more than three spells in a calendar year, If the period of
leave sanctioned also continues into the next calender year then the spell shall be counted
in such year in which the leave was applied or in which major part of the leave applied
falls. Calender year means the period commencing from 1st january 31st December of

the year.

(b} Ordinarily, it shall not be sanctioned during the probation period. However, in
special circumstances if the leave is sanctioned during the probation period then the
probation period shall be extended by the period equivalent to the period for which the
leave has been granted.

5) During the period of child care leave, the woman Goverment servant shall be paid_ leave salary
equal to the pay drawn immediately before proceeding on leave.

()] Child care leave shall not be gebited againts the leave account and this leave may be combined
b with any other kind of leave.

{7) The account of this leave shall be maintained separately and entry shall be made in the service
book of the concerned women Government servant.” ’
